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IT WILL MAKE US SEE THE WORLD IN BRIGHTER COLORS

Thilisi International Festival of Theatre was founded by the city government of Thbilisi in 2009. The festival Di-
rector —Ekaterine Mazmishvili and the organizing staff work in several directions: International Program (2009);
International program - New (2011); Georgian Productions —Georgian Showcase (2009); Master classes, train-
ings and exhibitions (2009), Cultural Bridge — international symposiums and meetings (2010); Festival club and
special events (2009); New Market — Caucasia and the Black Sea Countries (2014).

Georgian Showcase — is a program which gives opportunity to the Georgian theatres to sell their productions
abroad. Several international projects were previewed and successively realized abroad. Well known Georgian
directors - Levan Tsuladze, David Doiashvili, Beso Kupreishvili, Avto Varsimashvili, David Tavadze are popular in
the European countries and are often invited to stage at different European theatres. Producing co-productions
is also a very common form of collaboration.

Thanks to the Georgian program — Georgian Showcase, several regional Georgian theatres were invited to in-
ternational festivals. Co-productions were staged in Kutaisi, Batumi and Poti.

During the last six years, within the Georgian Program, 215 performances were attended by spectators, profes-
sionals and foreign experts.

| have been waiting for the Autumn of 2015 with great excitement. Not only because the Autumn is the best
season in the capital of Georgia, but also because this is the period of different art festivals among which Thbilisi
International Festival of Theatre is my favorite. It has been seven years already that the festival brings happiness
to our city.

What special appeal will have the Georgian Showcase program this year?

Obviously, it is impossible to watch 40 or 45 performances during 4 days. This is why it has been the second year
that Georgian theatre critics, members of the Georgian section of the International Association of Theatre Critics
(IATC), on request of the festival staff, choose 12-15 productions from the Georgian program and recommend
them to the international experts, critics and producers. The members of the association try to cover broader
spectrum of the Georgian theatrical art.

Why was 2014-2015 Georgian theatre season important? What kind of novelties and trends were offered to the
audience? Why were the recommended productions chosen?

In 2015 the Georgian Showcase Program presents performances staged with different theatrical forms using
a big variety of dramas and play scripts: Georgian and foreign classical stories; mixed performances (puppets,
actors, fingers); a movement theatre; a neo classic form of the ballet, puppet theatre for children, marionette
theatre, documentary theatre or verbatim, postmodern spectacles and performances representing myths and
archetypes; theatrical remakes of famous films. Above all, these are performances played by the high class
professional actors.

This year original or adapted versions of the plays by classical and modern playwrights are in the repertoire of
the Georgian theatres: Euripides, William Shakespeare, Heinrich Von Kleist, lakob Gogebashvili, Jean Anouilh,
Jean Genet, Albert Ramsdell Gurney, Isabelle Dore, Dato Turashvili, David Gabunia, Nikoloz Sabashvili, Ro-
drigo Fischer, Antonin Marto (Irakli Kakabadze). These plays were staged by a well -known director - maestro
Robert Sturua , also the directors of the middle generation, who are already known in Europe and by less known
young directors as well. Their names are: Andro Enukidze, Beso Kupreishvili, soso nemsadze, Nikoloz Tavadze,
loane Khutsishvili, Nikoloz Haine —Shveldze, Misha Charkviani, Rodrigo Fischer, Rusudan Kobiashvili, Nikoloz
Sabashvili, Salome Joglidze.

The most important thing is that the list of the recommended performances comprises not only Tbilisi theatres but
also the regional theatres. This year the Georgian program is engaging both by form as well as by the content.

The spectators of the Georgian program will be fascinated not only by the high quality acting. These productions
will make them reflect on what they have seen, they will develop a new, lovable view of the things around them
and will see the world in brighter colors.

About Performance:
No original Georgian ballet as a joint effort of a playwright, choreographer, artist and a composer has not been created for
the past 24 years. Gurji-Khatun is a ballet which is significant not only from the historical and political point of view. It is
extremely interesting and enchanting performance, which gives impetus to the development of contemporary Georgian
ballet, music, drama and art. The cast consists of the ballet dancers of Tbilisi Z. Paliashvili Opera and Ballet State Theatre
and invited dancers : Natia Bunturi and Tolga Burgak (Principal dancer of the Antalya Opera and Ballet Theater, Turkey).
The performance is staged by Mariam Aleksidze. The play is based on the historical novel of Dato Turashvili Gurji Khatun.
Glrcu Hatun (Gurji Khatun), a grand-daughter and namesake of the prominant Queen Tamar of Georgia, was married off to
the Sultan of Rum ( Konya), when she was thirteen. In the 13" century, teenager girls of today were considered women.
The marriage was approved by Tamar’s mother, Queen Rusudan in order to ensure peace in the region. Prince Kaykhusraw
of Rum was amazed by the beauty of Tamar the junior. Having become the sultan of the empire a year after the marriage, he
minted a new coin in the name of his Georgian wife. An image of a woman on a coin was unacceptable for an Islamic country
but the young sultan was determined to persist in his decision. He depicted the sun on his coin which in fact is the Georgian
queen of the Rum Empire, Queen Tamar’s grand-daughter Gurcu Hatun. Ghiyath al-Din Kaykhusraw’s coin introduced a
new term in numismatics. The Shir-o Khorshid type of coins minted in the Sultanate of Konya later spread to other countries,
but only a few, even among the world’s best numismatists, are likely to know that the sun on the coin is a Georgian princess
Gurcl Hatun.
Georgian queen of the Konya Palace soon earned everyone’s affection thanks to her stunning beauty and virtue, kindness
and wisdom. While she was still in Georgia, the first man who fell in love with her was Murzakan Orbeli. He surely knew he
would not be able to prevent this political marriage but, following his young heart’s advice, he went to Konya, which was the
main cultural center of the East at the time.
Mevlana or Jalal ad-Din Rumi - the world’s greatest poet and thinker lived in Konya. He established a well-known madrasa
and a Sufi order in Konya, and Gurct Hatun (the Queen of the World, as Seljuks called her) became a student and a favorite
Murid of Mevlana. When Gurcl Hatun’s husband, Kaykhusraw, was killed, it was Jalal ad-Din Rumi who proved to be the
Georgian queen’s main friend and who sheltered her.
The love of Murzakan Orbeli, however, did not have a happy ending. Georgian sources give almost no information about
Glrcu Hatun. Turkish historic sources have many documents about Gurctu Hatun but the details of her death remain vague.
There is a legend that the famous Georgian queen of the Seljuk Empire disappeared one day without a trace. Rumor also had
it that Gurcl Hatun was so homesick that she secretly left with a caravan of merchants to Gurjistan (Georgia) and found her
final resting place there. She is said to have left everything she owned in the palace except her only “treasure” - her beloved
medieval epic poem of Shota Rustaveli The Knight in the Panther’s Skin.
The very last time, she was seen on the palace balcony in Konya, looking at a star above the Mevlana'’s tiirbe she had built.
A small star above it is still visible today. This star was discovered by Turkish astrologist Bibi Munajim who named it after
Gurcl Hatun. It was large and bright in the past but can barely be seen flickering today. Hopefully, the star of the famous
Queen of Konya Giirci Hatun will not fade completely and people will always remember the beautiful and sad story of one
Georgian woman...

About the theater:

Kutaisi Lado Meskhishvili State Drama Theatre celebrated its 150 years anniversary in 2011. The first performance was
presented to the audience on the 3rd of March 1861. It was a play of Giorgi Eristavi Break-up and a new movement in the
Georgian theatre history began. A troupe of professional actors was established in Kutaisi in 1880. A famous actor and direc-
tor Kote Meskhi became a managing director of the theatre in 1885. From 1894 to 1905 the Kutaisi theatre was headed by the
great Georgian actor and public figure Lado Aleksi-Meskhishvili. Another state theatre under the leadership of Kote Marjan-
ishvili was established in Kutaisi in 1928. It was named Kutaisi-Batumi theatre. A big reformer and a great Georgian director
Kote Marjanishvili during two years staged his best plays here. He collaborated with a group of wonderful Georgian actors
who created unbelievable characters in his productions. In 1940 the Kutaisi theatre was named after Lado Meskhishvili. In
1955 a new building of the theatre was officially opened. It was a building with unique architecture .In 2009 the building got
the status of the architectural monument. In 2009-2010 by the decision of the Ministry of Culture and Monument Protection of
Georgia stars of three actors Eva Khutunashvili, Anzor Kherkhadze and Eremo Svanadze were solemnly unveild in front of
the theatre building. On May 4, 2014 two more stars were unveiled for the Georgian Public Honored Actor Natela Sagharadze
and another Georgian Honored Actor Lamara Vashakidze.2014-2015 theatre season was significant for the Kutaisi theatre.
In 2014 the theatre celebrated the 130 years anniversary since its establishment. “The Georgian society is being formed
here!” —this is the motto of the theatre. The Kutaisi State Drama Theatre is rich with names, facts and events. The tradition is
being continued by the three generations of the Meskhishvili theatre remarkable staff.

About Performance:

If you wonder who is the most famous Georgian woman, about whom more than 500 works were written, the answer is
Medea. In literary tradition the figure of Medea occupies a prominent position and till now this myth enjoys an extraordinary
vitality.

About Performance:

Anton Chekhov is one of important literary figures, and one of the greatest playwrights of modern times. His plays have been
staged and restaged countless times throughout a hundred-year of lifespan and are still relevant and hugely popular today.
The Three Sisters is the Chekov play that has been most frequently staged around the world.

Chekov had great talent for exploring human character. Although he is depicting a group of people, almost every one of them
is decidedly lonely and frustrated.
