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Individuals in particular countries believe that
art is essential. They believe that it has the
power to transform communities. Cultural
activities are designed with a commitment
to address specific issues, and contribute to
the life of a society. There are always great
expectation towards cultural events as they
enrich cultural landscape and broaden peo-
ples’ minds.

A few years ago, a spectacular event oc-
curred- Thilisi International Festival of Thea-
tre was established in the capital of Georgia
Thilisi. Year after year the festival continues
to offer a wide variety of memorable perfor-
mances, attracting both residents and visitors
of Georgia who love theatre and cannot live
without it. This is an annual event that cap-
tures the imagination of citizens and nurtures
a sense of connection and community in the
city.

Since its inception the festival has introduced
new perspectives to the theatre life of Geor-
gia. The festival has established itself as one
of world’s leading festivals and gathered a
great number of fans. The spirit of the festi-
val lies in the people who engage with us as
dedicated friends or curious spectators, who
consider the Thilisi festival a superb time to
visit such an interesting destination.

Thilisi International Festival of Theatre is
an annual event that brings together artists,
theatre-makers and audiences from Georgia
and people from all around the world. We wel-
come and value their participation.
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Year after year organizers work tirelessly to
create superb atmosphere for companies,
artists and well known theatre- makers from
both Georgia and abroad to showcase incred-
ible performances with unusual and original
stagecraft. This happy and cheerful environ-
ment helps them successfully present their
productions. Our program incorporates meet-
ings, discussions and friendship development
schemes for all.

Alongside the international program, the fes-
tival presents a Georgian program called the
“Showcase.” The “Showcase” is considered
the main achievement of the festival. Accord-
ing to the existing tradition, the Georgian
program takes place for four days. About 40
different performances with creative expres-
sion and presentation will be shown to the
audience: classical, experimental, “old fash-
ioned,” extravagant, etc. About 30 Georgian
theatres- big or small, well known or new will
participate in the festival as usual.

Due to the “Showcase” program, Georgian
and international spectators will learn about
the wealth of artistic resources from all over
the Georgia. It will help to differentiate region-
al theatres from the capital, and make them
available to the widest possible audience.

This year “Showcase” is more abundant than
last year, since theatres from the Caucasus
and Black Sea Region joined the festival. Be-
cause of this, we can say that the “Georgian
Showcase” became international.

Many shows have premiered during the festi-
val. Several regional and Thilisi theatres de-
cided to keep their premiers for the festival,
instead of showcasing them in their home
towns. That is why we will have an abundance
of premiers in the “Showcase” of 2014.

Our program also includes the 2013-2014
yearly productions. Some participants have
several years of festival experience. For
some of the Georgian theatres it will be a big

challenge to display their artistic skills, as
many experts, theatre critics, reporters, rep-
resentatives of the well known world, and the
mass media are expected to attend the festi-
val. Their attention will be focused on these
performances.

We are proud to announce that the participa-
tion in the “Showcase” is available for every-
one. It is a democratic festival which opens
doors to every theatre and allows each theat-
er company to reveal their work.

“Showcase” is a valuable program n for those
who want to assess their own work and be
evaluated by others.

Thus we have the possibility to see the whole
modern Georgian theatre in the capital of the
country. Most theatres stage 2 or 3 perfor-
mances per year; however it is not so easy
to attend all of them. Visiting different cities is
not possible for most, due to the economic sit-
uation; Theaters as well cannot tour through
different cities for the same reason. Which is
why bringing the theaters to the capital dur-
ing the festival, enables us to make regional
resources available to the widest possible
audience.

The festival holds many performances and
it is impossible to attend all of them. That is
why by the decision of the organizers a panel
of judges (including Georgian experts and
theatre historians) was appointed to audition
and select creative performances throughout
Georgia that were truly worth showing during
the festival.

The panel of judges will identify, discuss and
decide the performances that will take part in
the “Showcase” program.

The idea behind the “Showcase” is to serve
as the preeminent launching pad for Georgian
theatres. The panel of judges will recom-
mend stylistically, thematically, and culturally
diverse new performances, that respond to
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international norms and standards that are
commercially acceptable to the international
market.

The range of performances is really diverse.
The Georgian theatres (like other theatres
in the world) stage new performances. They
are good, bad or average, interesting or unin-
teresting. Some performances may only be
staged a few times, some are likely to fail.
Some of them stay on the stage for years. The
spectators accept them or reject.

Today the Georgian theatres produce plays
by Georgian or foreign writers (classics, un-
known or well-known authors), developing
them for stage in a smart way, addressing dif-
ferent themes and topics.

The work of the director is central to the pro-
duction of a play. Theatre directors give us
their own interpretation of the script. Some di-
rectors are experienced theatre-makers, hav-
ing rich artistic biographies; some are novices
in this profession. Likewise, some of them are
talented people; others are incapable of doing
their job properly. Some of them are residents
of Georgia, the others are visiting theatre pro-
fessionals who bring with them different styles
and techniques.

Some directors seek new themes and forms
and find them; others are fond of old artistic
skills and techniques. Some of them “talk
about the time”, others cannot speak at all.
Some theatre makers like their profession.
They even swore to be faithful to this job, and
do all their best for it till the end of their lives.

Others broke their oath, forgot what they
promised to their country. Some of them stay
devoted to the audience even if their produc-
tions do not work and fail.

2013-2014 theatre season was distinguished
with many novelties, interesting performances
by the directors of middle and old generation.
Some talented actors and actresses were dis-

ABOUT THEATRE:

State Ballet of Georgia (Tbilisi Opera and Ballet State Theatre Ballet Company)
In 1851, for the second season of the newly opened Thilisi theatre, a newly
arrived ballet company from St. Petersburg presented Il act of La Sylphide by
Taglioni, and Polka-Vengerka.

This was the first ballet performance in Thilisi. Thilisi Opera Theatre was the
venue of the foreign debut of Maria Perini, pupil of the Italian dancer Enrico
Cecchetti. That first ballet was Andria Balanchivadze’s Mzechabuki (Heart of the
Mountains in the following performances), staged by Chabukiani at the Thilisi
Opera and Ballet Theatre.

In 2004, Nina Ananiashvili became the artistic director of the State Ballet of
Georgia. Forty ballet productions and miniatures were staged in eight seasons.
The company’s repertory now features works by G. Balanchine, A. Bournon-
ville, F. Ashton as well as of contemporary choreographers like J. Kylian, A. Rat-
mansky, T. Mcintyre, Y. Possokhov. The company tours successfully the United
States, Japan, Italy, Estonia, Ukraine, Taiwan, Belarus, Egypt, Azerbaijan and
other countries.

ABOUT PERFORMANCE:

Balanchine said of Concerto Barocco: “If the dance designer sees in the development of clas-
sical dancing a counterpart in the development of music and has studied them both, he will
derive continual inspiration from great scores.”

In the first movement of the ballet the two ballerinas personify violins, while a corps of eight
women accompanies them. In the second movement, a largo, the male dancer joins the lead-
ing woman in a pas de deux. In the concluding allegro section, the entire ensemble expresses
the syncopation and rhythmic vitality of Bach’s music.

This work began as an exercise by Balanchine for the School of American Ballet and was per-
formed by American Ballet Caravan on its historic tour of South America and later entered the
repertory of the Ballet Russe de Monte Carlo. In 1951, Balanchine permanently eliminated the
original costumes and dressed the dancers in practice clothes, probably the first appearance
of what has come to be regarded as a signature Balanchine costume for contemporary works.
On October 11, 1948, Concerto Barocco was one of three ballets on the program at New York
City Ballet’s first performance.

The plays were always successful
and distinguished at the numerous international festivals. Tumanishvili's “Don
Juan”, “Midsummer Night's Dream” and “Bacula’s Pigs” remained for good in
the annals of the international theater.

In 1996 Tumanishvili died and the theater was named after him. His students
still work there and make efforts to keep the best artistic traditions, yet bravely
accept new reality. Tumanishvili Theater has been always open and ready to
new experiments.

Slawomir Mrojek’s play ,,Police” is a political satire which has great importance even in Geor-
gia. The director of this performance —Dariusz Jezierski offers a different concept of this play
than any other before him. He provides different combinations of theatrical forms, genres and
stagecraft. In order to succeed in his task to turn his characters into caricatures, Darius Jezir-
ski uses the method of Buphonia. To achieve his goal he selects a variety of costumes which
represent the mix of the characters of the 20th century well-known political tyrants very well.
Buphonia unexpectedly and invisibly turns into grotesque, then grotesque turns into sharp iro-
ny, irony-into strange dramatism and so on. Limits are so invisible in these changes of genres
that it is too difficult to set a boundary. Such a method is a characteristic of modern theatre, but
itis not so easy for the actors to perform. Yet this method was easily achieved by the actors of
the Akhmeteli Theatre because they were very professional.

In 2011 Kutaisi Lado Meskhishvili State Drama Theatre celebrated its 150th
birthday. On the 3rd of March 1861 amateurs performed a play by Giorgi Eristavi
,,Divorce”, which gave birth to a theatrical life in Kutaisi. Following the play, a
professional theatre company was established in Kutaisi in 1880. A well-known
actor and director Kote Meskhi became the head of the theatre in 1885.

Since 1894 till 1905 the Kutaisi theatre was led by a prominent director and public
figure Lado Aleksi-Meskhishvili.

In 1928 another state theatre (The Theatre of Kutaisi and Batumi) was estab-
lished in Kutaisi by Kote Marjanishvili — a prominent director who brought modern
and creative ideas into the Georgian theatre. During two theatre seasons (from
1928-1930) he realized his best performances in collaboration with the stars

of the theatre. In 1940 Kutaisi State Theatre was re-named in honor of Lado
Meskhishvili. In 1955 a new theatre building was officially opened. This building
is considered to be a masterpiece of Georgian architecture, that is why it was
granted historic monument status. In 2008 a hundred-place small scene was
opened at the theatre and a theatre museum as well. A lot of well-known actors
and actresses performed at this theatre.

At present, a new generation of performers continue the traditions of the Meskh-
ishvili Theatre in a respected manner.

Towards the end of the nineteenth century due to extensive efforts and initiatives
of Georgian public figures a number of theatres opened simultaneously in Geor-
gia, one of them being Chiatura drama theatre active from December 11th 1894.
In 1901 the theatre hosted a renowned play “Little Kakhi” by Georgian writer
Akaki Tsereteli. From 1910 the theatre had a permanent company of its own.
Twenties and thirties of the past century are considered to be the heyday of the
theatre. Under the leadership of Pavle Prangishvili the theatre hosted not only
national plays but plays by world-famous classics such as William Shakespeare,
Moliere, Lope de Vega and others. In 1949 Chiatura drama theatre moved to the
building from the year 1946 built right after the end of the World War Two. The
highlight of the building is the painted ceiling of the theatre auditorium by Geor-
gian painter Robert Sturua. Theatre facade is adorned with a sculpture of Akaki
Tsereteli by sculptor Valerian Topuridze.

In 1949 Chiatura drama theatre was named in honor of Akaki Tsereteli. In the
second half of the twentieth century Chiatura drama theatre gained an interna-
tional acclaim by winning twice at union festivals and receiving a main price at
International Festival of Hungary.
