About Theatre:

The great Georgian stage director and reformer, Kote Marjanishvili founded the second state the-
atre back in 1928. Ever since the theatre has carried on the traditions set by the founder and has
earned the status of a “social theatre” by marrying the tradition with novelty and never failing to keep
up the quality of its productions. Not only does Marjanishvili Theatre maintain the leading position
in the contemporary Georgian cultural scene but it also comes to assume the role of a social edu-
cator and commentator.

The outstanding Gergian director Levan Tsuladze has held the post of the artistic director of the
theatre since 2006 putting together a wonderful team of actors, directors, painters and composers
who try to meet contemporary technological challenges and find new avenues through experimen-
tation.

The theatre annually premiers from 7 to 10 plays and has got 30 productions included in its reper-
toire staged by directors across all age groups. The plays range from national to world classics with
a special emphasis on contemporary authors and texts. This could explain the prevalence of young
audience among its 50 000 viewers per season.

The theatre transcends its primary role and enjoys a profile of a diverse and vibrant social institution
which promotes various art projects and brings together contemporary Georgian poets and writers.
It hosts literary and educational projects, exhibitions, play readings by young dramatists and other
cultural events.

Marjanishvili theatre tours extensively throughout the world and participates in major festivals. The
theatre is involved in co-productions with its counterparts in Great Britain, Italy, Germany, Greece,
Poland, Azerbaijan, Macedonia and Ukrain.

After the Marjanishvili theatre performance in Globe Theatre The Guardian’s Kate Kellaway wrote:
“If all the theatre in Georgia comes anywhere close to the standard of the Marjanishvili company,
then the job of theatre critic there must be the most covetable in the land”

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ENIGMA AND
VISIBLE VARIATIONS

(GEORGIAN SHOWCASE PROGRAM)

The Thilisi International Festival of Theatre revived the silenced halls of the global pandemic
and invited the audiences to explore the labyrinths of theatre art. Despite such optimism, the
year 2022 turned out to be scarred with tragic news: in June, at the age of 78, the great Geor-
gian director, Temur Chkheidze, passed away.

He is one of the outstanding directors of our era, who staged more than 80 dramatic plays
and operas in Thilisi, Saint Petersburg, Milan, Paris, Moscow, and New York during his near-
ly 50-year career. He has received a number of international theatre awards and prizes, the
listing of which would take us too far.. From 2014 until the end of his life, he supported the
Centre for the Development of Modern Theatre Art, which provided young playwrights and
directors with an excellent opportunity for professional development.

In the Georgian ShowCase Program, you will have the pleasure of seeing the director's last
work - “Enigma Variations,” written by the famous French playwright Eric-Emmanuel Schmitt,
which Temur Chkheidze staged for the Marjanishvili Theatre. The director remains faithful
to the refined and almost “hand-woven”, atmospheric chamber theatre and shares with us
a lively narrative enriched by the excellent work of the actors and the psychological under-
currents of their characters, which has been in short supply for a long time (or, as they say, “is
no longer in fashion”).. However, what Temur Chkheidze creates in this two-person chamber
performance, is an ultimate example of perfectionism in simplicity. So, we recommend not to
miss the last “Variation” of the great director.

The director Levan Tsuladze, together with Temo Kuprava entrusted his concept to the clas-
sics. This is a trilogy about violence: Tolstoy’s “The Kreutzer Sonata”, Dostoyevsky’s “Crime
and Punishment’, and Beaumarchais’ “The Marriage of Figaro”. The first and second parts of
this trilogy play off of each other and present the themes of domestic violence and violence
against women in a modern language. After the death of a theatre classic, Rezo Gabriadze,
his son, Leo Gabriadze (the Artistic Director of the Marionette Theatre), added layers of irony
and sadness to his father’s earlier work “Alfred and Violetta”. With this performance, you will
experience the renewed breath of magical marionettes.

Behind the unexpected irony, modern language, and psychology beyond grotesque, the
director Davit Doiashvili saw the fastidious and fast-moving forms of modern theatre in
Chekhov’s “The Seagull” (‘New Theater” premiere, June 2022).. Maybe this is what Konstantin
Treplev (played by Giviko Baratashvili, a young and already very popular actor) was searching
for all along.

In “Sickness Simulation” (based on Moliere’s “The Imaginary Invalid” for the Chiatura Theatre)
the director Saba Aslamazishvili tries to confront the imaginary, illusory life of a person with
the actual and painful reality. In Strindberg’s notorious play “Miss Julie”, the director Sofia
Qelbagiani tries to make reality even more painful than illusory life (we should also mention
the excellent work of two young actresses, Anastasia Chanturaia and Taki Mumladze).

One way or another, the “Western Front” of the classics is quite popular and variously mas-
tered. Now, regarding modern Georgian playwriting and the trends of performances: we
should mention the director Gocha Khvichia’s “Marina Revia” (written by Alex Chigvinadze),



which was staged at the Cultural Centre of Marneuli, and attracted the attention of critics last
year with its directorial work, stage design and powerful acting.

Paata Tsikolia offers us a completely unexpected examination of the myth of Medea and in a
play written and staged by himself, he fills the story with a painful and provocative form and
content. Performances by Ekaterine Demetradze and Sandro Samkharadze will attract the
attention of young viewers.

An important event of the last season was the play “The Autumn of Servants” by Nino Harat-
ischwili, a well-known Georgian writer living in Germany, which she staged at the Royal Dis-
trict Theatre. The abandoned palace after the civil war, and the servants in the atmosphere of
this palace evoke parallels with the plays of Jean Genet and Stawomir Mrozek. However, Nino
Haratischwili’s desire to expand and enrich the genre, and add tension and social dimension
to it is undoubtedly to be appreciated.

“Three Plus Three” is a play by Manana Doiashvili, which was staged by the director loane
Khutsishvili in the renovated Ozurgeti Theatre. The play reflects on the atmosphere of cruel-
ty, love, and loss of human contact in the 90s of the last century. The director seems to have
awakened the ghosts of this “traumatised time”, whose echoes are necessary to wake us up...

The International Festival of 2022 (a total of 36 performances, premieres and special screen-
ings) is to some extent a reminder and reflection on the post-pandemic pains and traumas.
First and foremost, the festival is dedicated to the memory of Temur Chkheidze, whose di-
verse creative oeuvre will become an inspiration for many Georgian directors, playwrights
and stage designers to come.

About the performance:

“’'m an optimist in love with life and people’, claims Eric-Emmanuel Schmitt, the French philosopher, writer,
playwright, script-writer and director. His fans believe that his books heal people, while the author insists that the
love for mankind is the reason for his compassion. More than often Schmitt's characters are historical figures,
protagonists from literature and Bible. At a glance, much has been said and written about them, but Schmitt
succeeds in revealing more secrets about them and explaining their actions, and offers his own answers to the
posed questions.

The play Enigma Variations is about love that is victorious over Eternity, the love that does not depend on geog-
raphy or the number of chromosomes. There are only two characters: the plot is as enigmatic and changeable
as a mountain river, while love and philosophy are alternately earthly and heavenly..

The main idea of the complex play is that we are unable to fully understand another person, even if we are
extremely close to each other. The soul of someone else is like an enigmatic variation, the melody of which we
occasionally hear, but then lose it in the surrounding noise or in the harmony of different tunes.

This year turned out to be extremely dramatic for the theatre, as its founder, Rezo Gabriadze, sadly passed away.
Rezo Gabriadze was a painter, sculptor, theatre, and film director, playwright and writer, whose creative energy
formed this theatre and turned medieval marionette art into an indispensable part of Georgian culture.

This time, the story of Alfred and Violetta takes place during the dramatic events that occurred in Thilisi in
the 1990s, and their love will have to overcome numerous obstacles ...

In the renewed play, you will still hear the voices of Ramaz Chkhikvadze and Erosi Manjgaladze, who continue to
live in our theatre.

About Theatre:

The establishment of the theatre in Gori in 19th century is one of the most important mo-
ments in the history of Georgian theatre - the first production presented on newly estab-
lished theatre was the comedy “ Inexperience or Temporary Separation of Love, by Dimitri
Megvinetukhucesishvili in 1845 (May 1and 8; July 11 and August 7).

The leading figure of Georgian theatre and dramaturgy was George Eristavi, who started his
work in Gori. Subsequently his company performed the comedy Division in Tbilisi on Janu-
ary 14, 1850. Indeed, since then, Gori has played an important role in the development of the
performing arts in Georgia.

Following the production of Division, Eristavi staged a play “Mean” in Gori. The date of the
premiere (July 26, 1865) of Mean is marked as the official opening of the theatre in Gori.

By the way, women were, from the very beginning, important members of the company in
Gori; this at a time when the gender balance of theatre companies was quite iniqual in the
other regions of Georgia.

In 1939, a new, 500-seater theatre was built for the Gori Theatre. It was named after George
Eristavi.

Since then many important artists have worked at the Eristavi Theatre, which remains an ac-
tive and productive theatre to this day.

Zestafoni is the most important town in west part of Georgia both economical and cultural
meaninig. The big interest in performances comes from 1875 year. Zestafoni State Theatre
was founded in 1939.

In 1941 year during the second world war the most actors of the Theatre were taken to the
front and made problem to the theatrical group in working. In 1949 year Theatre was closed.
In May 1962 was opened the today’s building of Zestafoni Theatre. In May 1964 year the pub-
lic Theatre of Zestafoni was titled the name of Ushangi Chkheidze People’s Artist of the
Georgian SSR (1935). In 1990 year the Zestafoni public Theatre was renewal as the State
Theatre.

The State Theatre showed his creative power at the international festival what was hold in-
side the country. It was very interesting creative way, among them is the successfully partic-
ipate in the international festivals in Mexico and Sweden and the prizes he was rewarded.
Atthe Theatre festivals in Mexico and Sweden the Zestafoni Theatre performed “Me, Grand-
ma, lliko and llarioni” by Nodar Dumbadze. About the play Swedish newspaper was writing:
it is the best play we have seen at the festival. Devotion of traditions, beautiful music, plastic
scripts and the mimicry of actors rub out the barrier of language and makes everything clear.
The Zestafoni Theatre twice was at the international festival in Armenia and twice was re-
warded with the first degree prize. During the second guest performance (in 2010) was re-
warded with seven prizes in a different variety and with the golden medal.

In 2013 year the Zestafoni State Theatre was renewal as the professional State Drama The-
atre.

There are 12 actors in our theatrical group.

In our repertoire we have both modern and classical production.

The second project by “Lizard”,
a play titled “feritsvalebulni“(Which roughly translates as “The Changed”) (directed by Saba
Aslamazishvili) was performed in a quiet unexpected location — a graveyard. Not only was
the play well-received by an average theatergoer, but it has also inspired professional theater
critics and artists which all contributed to the public’s increased interest in our organization.
The main goal of “Lizard” is to unite the representatives of all artistic crafts in a common
space to create modern projects of the highest quality that reflect and address the problems
and issues of today’s society.

About Performance:

Bertolt Brecht - “The Good Person of Szechwan” - Theatrical company “Lizard” aims to revive a stage play “The
Good Person of Szechwan™ by a german prosaic, director, dramaturg and theatre reformer, well known to Geor-
gian audiences - Bertolt Brecht. This will be a reimagining, a rethinking of the great theatre reformer’s play in a
modern context.

The text was adapted by ValeriOtkhozoria and la Kellerman. The play will be performed in Atoneli theatre. The
project is a collaboration of Atoneli theatre and “Lizard”

The action takes place in a city to which three gods arrive, for whom everyone was waiting for a long time. It's at
the moment of their arrival the narrative begins. When the gods appear, noone wants to take them in, nobody
wants to give them a helping hand. The city has been desperately awaiting the gods, however when they actu-
ally come, nobody believes that they are who they say.

The text is accompanied by Brecht's signature simplicity, depth and quick change of pace and action.The de-
scended gods are met by a water-carrier, a kind woman named Shen Teh who after certain hesitation provides
the gods with shelter. Shen Teh’s fears, constant hesitation, doubtfulness and vivid thoughts all contribute to her
character and the attitude the gods develop towards her. The gods spend the night at Shen Teh’s and on the
next day as a gift of gratitude, give her a reward large enough to change her whole life.

A good person receives a gift for her kindness. At this exact moment people around her will try to use and split
her. Shen Teh’s only wish is to be kind, and by suppressing her own desires, help people in need. But do they
actually need her help? Or maybe they are just trying to use her kind heart for their own advantage?

The idea of a character being “split” by other people is a common metaphor for Brecht. While reading, people
seem to always ask the question, for how long can Shen Teh maintain her kindness in a world where everything
is so expensive. The fact that Shen Teh has feelings for Zuni, who also seeks to use her, contributes to the prob-
lem. Shen Teh’s divided psyche creates a new personality, her made up cousin. It serves as an antipode, whose
purpose is to help Shen Teh, a kind person to survive in order for the gods to retain faith in kindness of people,
because only faith can bode for the growth and betterment of humankind.

Several problems are shown in the play: The relationship between people; the attitude of people towards Shen
Teh; The distrust, fear, fear of sincerity, fear of protecting one another. A divided society also splits an individu-
al.ShenTeh, in both physical and mental sense.

Distrust, gift of the gods, constantly help-seeking people, love, when you think that the most important thing

is to become someone else, finding a different person inside of your own consciousness, and then the urge to
help yourself, and then at last - hope, which symbolizes Shen Teh’s child, the next generation, the new, different
people, the change for the betterment.

The gods leave, filled with hope, Shen Teh can now give birth. It's important what's left of Shen Teh, a divided,
splitindividual, who no longer puts her faith in the gods or even her alter-ego. Now she only has faith in herself,
and thus her child.

The most interesting research topics for us are the change of one’s personality, or the lack of it. What kind of
factors contribute to it? The physical, mental and moral divide of an individual.

In any case, for a modern person, this problem is quite relevant, thus the research surrounding it will be one of
our main goals relative to this play and it's concepts.

About Performance:

Samuel Beckett’s play “Come & Go”, one of the best plays created for absurd theatre gives you an opportunity

of interpretation, adaptation to any topic and individual perception. Beckett's creation is a disguised philosophy
of the universal formulation of the individual, the grotesque between his presence and absence, which helps to
make emotional impact to the audience. The play is love for humanity. We will try to break down the elements
based on this grammar. Why are the hands of the characters so prominent? Footsteps soundless? Hats cover-
ing eyes? buttoned coats? Monotonous voices? Emotions - only in three “oh” s and in last two lines? why are
they leaving and coming back again? - It's not only leaving narrow and illuminated stage but it's leaving from
time. There is no time outside of this scene, either as there is no light, space, life and situations. As a conse-
quence, what they represent is a model of existence, strange and terribly grotesque, played out by someone’s ill
will. Intentionally, there are plenty of hierarchy elements in the play - who will get at the top of the hierarchy? In
our opinion, no one. After the last text line said by one of the characters “l| felt a circle”, maybe It is an indication
that the hierarchy is destroyed and there is no longer not only its peak, but even more or less important step.

About Theatre:

Chiatura is a densely populated city in west Georgia.

The demand for forming a permanent company and hold performances has emerged from the very beginning of
city foundation, in the region, well-known for manganese production. Towards the end of the nineteenth century
due to extensive efforts and initiatives of Georgian public figures a number of theatres opened simultaneously in
Georgia, one of them being Chiatura drama theatre active from December 11th 1894.

The history of the theater consists of important dates, events and successes:

In 1901 the theatre hosted a renowned play , Little Kakhi“ by Georgian writer AkakiTsereteli.

From 1910 the theatre had a permanent company of its own.

Twenties and thirties of the past century are considered to be the heyday of the theatre. Under the leadership of
Pavle Prangishvili the theatre hosted not only national plays but plays by world-famous classics such as William
Shakespeare, Moliere, Lope de Vega and others.

In 1949 Chiatura drama theatre moved to the building from the year 1946 built right after the end of the World War
Two. The highlight of the building is the painted ceiling of the theatre auditorium by Georgian painter Robert
Sturua. Theatre fagcade is adorned with a sculpture of AkakiTsereteli by sculptor Valerian Topuridze.

In 1949 Chiatura drama theatre was named in honor of Akaki Tsereteli.

In the second half of the twentieth century Chiatura drama theatre gained an international acclaim by winning
twice at union festivals and receiving a main price at International Festival of Hungary. The theater actively takes
part in international festivals organized in Georgia, its performances and actors have been named as the owners
of highest prizes many times, including Imereti, regional and international theater festivals.

Chiatura theater frequently performs on tour, and hosts different companies. Georgian directors actively coop-
erate with Chiatura drama theatre, among them are the representatives of young generation.

In the beginning of 2017, the stage of the theater was renovated and equipped with corresponding technolo-
gy. The company consists of the actors of different generations. The artistic director of the theater is Mamu-
kaTsertsvadze, since 2013 and the director - Nana Tsereteli.

About Theatre:

On November 30,1967, the Rustavi Theater was officially opened under the leadership of Giga Lortkipanidze with
E. Rostan’s romantic drama “Cyrano de Bergerac”. As an artist Mamia Malazonia was invited and music belonged
to Bidzina Kvernadze. On tour in Moscow in 1969, Rustavi Theater met a great success and it was considered as
a theatrical event of that period (it was often compared with a theater “Sovremennik”, which was born from the
Moscow Art Theater, and the Juozas Miltinis’ Panevézys Theater). Tour was held at the branch of the Moscow
Art Theater. The repertoire included: “The Sword of Kakhaber”, “Cyrano de Bergerac”, “One hundred years later”,
“Kolkheti Down”, “The Art of Comedy”, and “At the Bottom”. Famous theater workers - Maria Knebel, Pavel Mar-
kov, Oleg Epremoyv, Marlen Khutsiev, Boris Lvov-Alyokhin — were charmed by the originality of the classical story
and the creative vision of the young company of actors. The opinion of M. Knebel, the teacher of G. Lortkipanidze
and disciple of K. Stanislavski, is very accurate and significant: “The ensemble of the performance, the relief of
the individuality of the actors, the harmony of speech, gesture, and movement. The audience feels that the actors
on the stage are not acting as they were thinking, they are actually thinking. For years, famous directors staged
performances on the stage of Rustavi Theater: Lili loseliani, Gogi Kavtaradze, Medea Kuchukhidze, Mikheil Bukia,
Levan Tsuladze, Andro Enukidze and others. The repertoire of the theater included hundreds of performances of
different genres.

In 2013, the theater was named after Giga Lortkipanidze.

On a theatrical map of the world it is hard to find a place where, one of Henrik Ibsen’s best plays, a family drama,
ghosts were not played out. Religion, lies, superstition, betrayal - these are dizzying orthodoxies that are very
difficult for the Creator to reject.

The text, written in the 19th century with the idea of taking responsibility for the sins of oneself and of all man-
kind, is still disturbing and probably totally disturbing as long as there is faith, faith in Jesus Christ as the incar-

nate God, the Divine, who took upon himself the responsibility of being human and showed us all that In spite
of everything we must definitely love each other. He was able to take on the sins of all mankind, atone for the
sake of those sins, and awaken faith in a new life ... with completely different purposes and completely different
tasks. And we began to live again .. the New Testament, the period after Christ’s birth.
